CVCC NEWS 

 

¶ Students who plan to take dual-enrollment classes at CVCC next year should make an appointment to 

meet with Mrs. Hogg or their counselor week of March 20th.  At this time they will obtain the necessary 

paperwork to enroll at CVCC.  Dual enrollment students must take both the English and math CVCC 

placement test.  If students enroll in classes at CVCC that conflict with their selected courses at JFHS, 

they will need to change their CVCC classes as we will not be able to change the master schedule of 

when classes are offered at JF.  We encourage students to register for classes in the early morning or 

afternoon/evening at CVCC to minimize scheduling conflicts. 

 

¶ Students may go to the CVCC Lynchburg campus to take the English and math placement tests. The 

walk-in testing hours are Monday – Thursday 8:00am – 7:30 pm and Friday 8:00am – 5:00pm. CVCC 

will be open during JFHS Spring Break.  If you are taking the CVCC Placement Test, you need to be at 

the library by 5 p.m. Monday-Thursday; and 2:30 p.m. on Friday) Please take a picture ID and your 

CVCC student ID number with you.  You may obtain a CVCC student ID number by applying for 

admission online at http://apply.vccs.edu. 

 

¶ The CVCC Fall 2015 Schedule comes out on the end of March.  Registration for CVCC Fall, 2015 

classes begin on April 10th.  (first day of Spring Break) 

 

¶ CVCC has created a unique opportunity for rising Seniors and Juniors who are interested in getting a 

head start on their career in the fields of RN, HVAC, Welding and Machine Tool.  Students will take 

their morning classes at CVCC and are able to return to their home schools for afternoon classes.

¶ Senior Exit Surveys will be given to students in their government classes the 3rd week of 

April.  Students, please be sure to give accurate information when filling these out.  The college you 

write down as the one you will be attending in the fall is where we will send your final transcript (if 

we have sent a transcript to the school you plan to attend we should still have the release on 

file; if we have not, you need to submit a release for the school of choice).  Also, when requesting 

transcripts, your first five are free.  You are required to pay $5.00 for each additional one you 

request after five.  If you have already requested more than five and haven’t paid for them, please 

be sure to come by the Counseling Office as soon as possible to do so. All obligations must be 

satisfied before graduation!   There is no fee for students on free or reduced lunch.   

 

¶ Seniors are eligible to earn a Board of Education Seal for Excellence in Civics if they have met the 

following criteria: 

 

1) Satisfy the requirement to earn a Standard diploma or an Advanced  

Studies diploma; AND 

2) Complete Virginia & US History and Virginia & US Government courses with a grade of “B” or 

higher; AND 

 

3) Complete 50 hours of voluntary participation in community service or extracurricular activities.  

Activities that would count include: 

a) volunteering for a charitable or religious organization that provides services to the poor, sick 

or less fortunate 

b) participating in Boy Scouts, Girls Scouts or similar youth organizations 

c) participating in JROTC 

d) participating in political campaigns or government internships, or Boys State, Girls State, or 

Model General Assembly 

e) participating in school-sponsored extracurricular activities that have a civics focus 

Any student who enlists in the US military prior to graduation will be deemed to have met this 

community service requirement. 

  AND 

4) Have good attendance and no disciplinary infractions as determined by  

local school board policies

of a state-approved Driver Education course, hold a learners permit, and have completed 30 

hours of the 45 hours of log. 

 

Payments 

may be made with Ms. McCoy. If the student has free and reduced lunch, please let Ms. McCoy 

know for financial assistance.

SENIORS/JUNIORS:  BEHIND THE WHEEL PAPERWORK IS AVAILABLE HANGING 

OUTSIDE OF MS. MCCOY’S BEHIND THE WHEEL OFFICE, R379.  NO ONE IS IN A 

GROUP UNTIL ALL PAPERWORK & MONEY IS RETURNED TO MS. MCCOY IN 

PERSON.  ALL STUDENTS will go according to their eligibility dates for their licenses. 

 

BEHIND THE WHEEL: Students will drive from JFHS with an instructor and one other 

student. Each student is expected to drive/observe his/her 7 assigned days with the instructor. 

The morning session is 7:00-8:20 a.m., and the afternoon session is 3:50-5:25 p.m.. Students are 

expected to be on time whether being dropped off for the morning session or picked up from the 

afternoon session. The price is currently $250. 

 

SOPHOMORES:  Will take the 36-hour Driver Ed course during first semester. Upon 

completion of the course, students will be issued classroom completion certificates (green 

cards), IF  they request one to go privately. If they are eligible for their licenses, hold their 

learners, and have logged 30 of the 45 hours of driving, they may obtain the behind the wheel 

paperwork hanging outside of  Ms. McCoy’s office, R379, and return the completed paperwork  

and payment to her during her office hours.

PRIVAT E BEHIND THE WHEEL INFORMATION: www.dmvnow.com, on left side 

under Citizen Services, click on Driver Services, go down to Driver Training/Safety and 

click on Driver Training Schools, then click on Roanoke District. (approx. cost $275-$325).

SUMMER BEHIND THE WHEEL : paperwork may be obtained outside of Ms. McCoy’s 

office, R379. WHO IS eligible?: Those who are eligible for their licenses over the summer and 

any students who has extracurricular activities during the fall semester and will be eligible for 

their licenses during the fall as long as summer slots are available.

FRESHMEN: are not eligible for Behind the Wheel. All sophomores have Driver Education 

their first semester, must complete the Driver Ed course, have your learners permit and log 30 

of the 45-hour log. 

 

Learners permit: must be 15 years 6 months, go to DMV for the learners’ exam, and you’re 

your original birth certificate, SS card and parent/guardian. The study manual (VA manual) may 

be obtained from DMV or Ms. McCoy.
